Thanks to the wine’s fermentation in concrete, its fruit remains
bright, vibrant, and lively. Saline and graphite notes round out the palate to make this
one of Italy’s most complex, lighter-bodied wines.

726 ~ Often maligned as a rustic country cousin to the more famous wines of
Tuscany, Romagna Sangiovese is finding its place thanks to young, ascendent
winemakers like Chiara Condello.
